V Gvode
autor struéne a vystiZne charakterizuje stav poznania alebo praxe v oblasti, ktorad je
predmetom prace SVOC a oboznamuje ¢itatelov s vyznamom, cielmi a zdmermi prace. Autor
v Uvode zdo6raziuje, preco je praca dolezita a preco sa rozhodol spracovat danu tému. Rozsah
Uvodu je spravidla 1 — 2 strany.

Vysledky (vlastné
postoje alebo vlastné rieSenie vecnych problémov), ku ktorym autor dospel, sa musia logicky
usporiadat a pri popisovani sa musia dostato¢ne zhodnotit. Zaroven sa komentuji vsetky
skutoénosti a poznatky v konfrontdcii s vysledkami inych autorov. Ide o konfrontdciu
dosiahnutych vysledkov so sucasnym stavom poznania. Vysledky prace a diskusia tvoria
spravidla 30 — 40 % prace SVOC.

Zaver

V Casti zaver je potrebné v struénosti zhrnat dosiahnuté vysledky vo vztahu k stanovenému
cielu prace SVOC. Rozsah zaveru je spravidla 1 — 2 strany. Cast zaveru tvori aj navrh na vyuzitie
vysledkov, ak ma praca aplikaény charakter, pricom navrhy maju vychadzat z poznatkov
dosiahnutych v praci a maju smerovat do vsetkych sfér vyuZitia (tedria, prax).

Zoznam pouzitej literatury

Zoznam pouzitej literatury obsahuje Uplny zoznam bibliografickych odkazov dokumentov,
ktoré akymkolvek sp6sobom suviseli s vytvorenim préce. Bibliograficky odkaz je suibor udajov
o dokumente a umoznuje jeho presnu identifikaciu. Tvorbu bibliografickych odkazov a citacii
v texte urcuje norma STN ISO 690. Jednotlivé polozky v zozname pouzitej literatury sa
uvadzaju v abecednom poradi.

Prilohy

Tato ¢ast prace SVOC je povinnd iba v pripade, ak sa prilohy vyskytuju. Kazda priloha za¢ina na
novej strane a oznacuje sa samostatnym pismenom alebo ¢islom (Priloha A, Priloha B, alebo
Priloha 1, Priloha 2, ... ).

PAPER

(English language)

Formal formatting of the SRPA paper

e The recommended length of the SRPA paper is 20—35 pages. This length includes only
the main text (Introduction, Body, Conclusion, List of References).

e The SRPA paper is submitted electronically via the registration form in PDF format.

e The SRPA paper may be submitted in Slovak or English.

e Recommended font: Times New Roman, size 12, 1.5-line spacing.

e Margins: top 2.5 cm, bottom 2.5 cm, left 2.5 cm, right 2.5 cm.

e Numbering and titles of chapters follow the recommended SRPA paper structure.

e Do not place a period after chapter titles and headings; align them to the left.

Abstract

The abstract includes information on the aims of the SRPA paper and a brief description of its
content. At the end of the abstract, the achievement of the aim, the results, and the overall
significance of the paper are stated. The abstract includes 3-5 keywords. The abstract is
written as one coherent paragraph, typically 250-500 words.

Table of contents

The table of contents provides an overview of unnumbered and numbered parts (chapters) of
the SRPA paper. The table of contents itself is not numbered. It is placed at the beginning of
the paper; therefore, it is not necessary to indicate its location within the paper.

Introduction

The main textual part of the SRPA paper consists of the Introduction, Body, Conclusion, and
the List of references. In the introduction, the author briefly and clearly characterizes the state
of knowledge or practice in the area addressed by the SRPA paper and informs readers about
the importance, aims, and intentions of the work. The author emphasizes why the paper is
important and why they decided to address the topic. The introduction is typically 1-2 pages.



1 Current state of solution of the evaluated issue in the theory/science

In this section, the author presents available information and findings related to the topic.
Sources should include currently published works by Slovak and international authors. This
part should make up approximately 30% of the SRPA paper. When citing sources, it is
necessary to comply with STN ISO 690. The current state of solution of the evaluated issue in
the theory/science forms a separate numbered section 1.

2 Aim of the paper

This section clearly, concisely, and precisely characterizes the subject of the SRPA paper. It
also includes elaborated partial objectives necessary to achieve the main aim. The aim of the
paper is written on a separate page and is numbered 2.

3 Methodology and methods of research
The “Methodology and research methods” section typically includes:
e description of the research object,
e procedures/work steps,
e data collection methods and data sources,
e methods used to evaluate and interpret results,
e statistical methods.
The methodology forms a separate numbered section 3.

4 Results and discussion

The “Results and discussion” section is the most important part of the SRPA paper and is
numbered 4. The results (the author’s own perspectives or solutions to substantive problems)
must be logically organized and sufficiently evaluated in the description. At the same time, all
facts and findings are commented on in comparison with the results of other authors. This
means confronting the achieved results with the current state of knowledge. The “Results and
discussion” section typically makes up 30—40% of the SRPA paper.

Conclusion

In the conclusion, it is necessary to briefly summarize the achieved results in relation to the
set aim of the SRPA paper. The conclusion is typically 1-2 pages. The conclusion also includes
a proposal for the use of results if the paper has an application-oriented character; proposals
should be based on the findings achieved in the paper and should point toward all areas of
use (theory, practice).

List of references

The list of references contains a complete list of bibliographic references to documents that
were related in any way to the creation of the paper. A bibliographic reference is a set of data
about a document and enables its precise identification. The creation of bibliographic
references and in-text citations is governed by STN ISO 690. Individual items in the list of
references are presented in alphabetical order.

Appendices
This part of the SRPA paper is mandatory only if appendices are included. Each appendix
begins on a new page and is labelled with a separate letter or number (Appendix A, Appendix



B, or Appendix 1, Appendix 2, ...). Page numbering of the appendices continues the page
numbering of the main text.
